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Isaiah 9:6 

“For a child will be 

born to us, a son will 
be given to us; and 

the government will 

rest on His shoul-

ders; and His name 
will be called Won-

derful Counselor , 
Mighty God , Eternal 

Father , Prince of 
Peace.” 

It is hard to believe that we are 
already in the month of December. 

Yes, the last month of the year 2009 
is here already. Another year is over. 

Are we wiser than last year? Can we 
discern more about times and sea-

sons like the sons of Issachar from 1 
Chronicles 12:32? As a Church of 

God, do we know what to do? I 
would certainly hope so! We are the 

children of the Light. As Paul told the 

Ephesians, “for you were formerly 
darkness, but now you are Light in 

the Lord; walk as 
children of Light” 

(Ephesians 5:8 ). 

Two thousand 
years ago the Lord

and now. The 

prophet Isaiah, 
with almost 750 

yea rs  be fo re 
Chr ist ,  wrote 

these words: “But 
there will be no more gloom for her 

who was in anguish; in earlier times 
He treated the land of Zebulun and 

the land of Naphtali with contempt, 

but later on He shall make it glori-
ous, by the way of the sea, on the 

other side of Jordan, Galilee of the 
Gentiles. The people who walk in 

darkness will see a great light ; 
those who live in a dark land, the 

light  will shine on them” (Is. 9:1 -
2 ). 

The tragedy then, and now, is 

that people rejected the Light and 
loved more the darkness, so their 

evil deeds will not be exposed. As the 
apostle John wrote, “For everyone 

who does evil hates the Light, and 
does not come to the Light for fear 

that his deeds will be exposed” (John 
3:20 ). 

According to Rev. Frederich 

Borsch there is no evidence of any 
kind regarding the date of Jesus‟ 

birth. His nativity began to be cele-
brated on Dec. 25 in Rome during the 

early part of the fourth century (AD 

336) as a Christian counterpart to the 
pagan festival, popular among the 

worshipers of Mithras, called Sol In-
victis, the Unconquerable Sun." 

The Star of Bethlehem is tradi-

tionally linked to the Star Prophecy in 
the Book of Numbers, “I see Him, but 

not now; I behold him, but not near; 

a star  shall come forth from Jacob, a 
scepter shall rise from Israel, and 

shall crush through the forehead of 
Moab, and tear down all the sons of 

Sheth” (Numbers 24:17 ). In the 

Jesus is the REASON for the SEASON - any SEASON
